The first 12-24 months on the field will be dedicated solely 
to learning the heart language of the people of Thailand 
(Thai). Following this, they will still be improving their 
Thai language skills while focusing on church planting. 
They will spend their time engaging in discipleship and 
evangelism with the goal of seeing indigenous, Christ 
centered churches naturally reproduce.
